Then iron the motif without steam to fix it.
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Now prepare the workplace for waxing the fabrics,
for example by spreading out a terry towel and
placing baking paper on top. Then melt the wax in a
pan in a bain-marie according to the instructions.

a template in advance, which you can place under
the fabric and then simply paint over with the textile
pen.

Then iron the first piece of ﬂeec;or:to the bottom
end on one side and peel off the backing paper, then
fold the edge over and fix in place. This will hold the
bag together later. Fold the fabric lengthwise to form
the bag and iron on a strip of fleece to the left and
right. You can "hem" the open top edge with pinking
shears so that the edge does not fray so easily.

and as evenly as possible. To prevent the bag from
sticking completely, we recommend placing a
suitable strip of baking paper in it beforehand.




Then place another sheet of baking paper on the bag
and iron the wax from the center outwards at a
medium temperature. This ensures that it is evenly
distributed and penetrates deep into the fabric. At
the same time, any excess wax will run out. After
cooling down and removing the baking paper, the
bags are ready and can be filled. The bags become
softer with use. Important: beeswax can become
rancid at some point, so the bags should be used for
a maximum of 12 months.
